Train

To get to the train station, you will need to take a taxi or bus from the airport. The bus service from the airport runs several times a day. For information on this please see www.yellowbuses.co.uk or ring them on: 01202636060.

Bournemouth train station is on the same route as the London waterloo and Southampton trains and therefore runs hourly, with trains every 30 minutes at peak times. The Journey takes on average 1 hour to get to Weymouth.

Bus

National Express run a direct service from Bournemouth bus station to Weymouth. For Bus journey times and information please see www.nationalexpress.com, or call for all information: 08705 808080.
Alternatively, buses run from Bournemouth to Weymouth nearly every 2 hours between 10:00 and 20:00. This bus will be the NX310, NX315, NX333, NX304 or the SH035. This bus departs from the Bournemouth travel interchange and arrives at the Weymouth King statue. This journey takes on average 1 hour 20 minutes.
