Transport from London Gatwick/ Heathrow to WPNSA

Airport to Weymouth 

Train

Trains run direct from London Waterloo station direct to Weymouth on at least an hourly basis, with extra trains at peak times. Travel time for this trip is approximately 2hrs 45 minutes. 

In order to get to London waterloo from Gatwick or Heathrow you would need to get a bus or a train into London then use the tube to get you to London waterloo station.

Bus

There are National Express coaches that run directly from both Gatwick and Heathrow to Weymouth. For Bus journey times and information please see www.nationalexpress.com, or call for all information: 08705 808080.

Alternatively, buses run hourly between 10:00 and 16:00 from the Victoria coach station to Weymouth Kings Statue. This bus service will be SH035, NX315, SH032, NX304, SH040, or NX333. This bus service normally has a stop over in Bournemouth, Southampton or Bristol. Due to the different routes it may take, the duration of the Journey can vary between 4 and 6 hours. 

To get to Victoria coach station from Gatwick airport a Gatwick express train runs every 15 minutes.

From Heathrow airport you will need to transfer to Gatwick and then get the Gatwick express.

Weymouth Town centre (Kings statue bus station & train station) to WPNSA:

Bus
Sureline buses offer a service that comes right into the academy once every hour. For more information on this contact Sureline busses on: 01305 823039, or see www.surelinebuses.co.uk. 

There is also a bus service that runs from Weymouth centre, Debenhams or town bridge bus stops. The Weymouth to Portland service runs every 10 minutes to Victoria Square, this runs up to 23:00. You would then need to walk back along the causeway to the Sailing academy.
